Item I bequeath to the sonne of Richard Darnelye on

stricke of barley

Item I bequeath to my sonne Thomas Darnelye xij d

Item I bequeath to my daughter Margerat xij d

Item I bequeath to my daughter Elizabeth xij d

Item I bequeath to my daughter Marye all my household stufe

And for the execution of this my last will and testament

I make my sonne Richard Darnely my executor and all

the rest of my goods unbequethed I bequeath to him my funeral

expenses being discharged and my debts being payd
