upon this express condition that she the said Martha so and shall in consideration of this

Devise to her at the request of Sd William my son release and for ever_____  _______

unto the said William my son and his heirs for ever All the ____ of ____ claim property (properly)

and demand whatsoever of her the said Martha which she might otherwise have

claim of in or to the rest of my real Estate but provided she the said Martha that

refuse releasing as aforsaid and claim her dower and the rest of my real Estate

then I only give her the said Martha my wife the sum of five shillings, and all the said
whole messuage and tenement called Whickins as aforesaid with all the closes of 

Lands and Grounds and appurtenances to the said messuage belonging and there

with now occupied   I give and devise to the said William Dearnally my son to have

and to hold to him the said William and to his assignees for and  during the term

of the naturall life of her the said Martha my wife and no longer from and

immediately after whose decease I give and devise the said whole messuage

and Tenement called Whickins with all the Closes and appurtenances as aforesaid
to Samuel Dearnally my son to have and to hold to him the said Samuel my son

· She having already received her portion also I Give unto Elizabeth my daughter

and wife of Renald Bower the sum of thirty pounds to be paid her within twelve
months next after James Bower father of the said Renald shall surrender to his
said son Renald Bower and his heirs for ever The messuage and Tenement called

Hey and with all the Lands to the same belonging from and after the decease of

the said James Bower but provided the said James Bower shall surrender this said
messuage called Hey and to any other person then I only give the said Elizabeth

my daughter thirty shillings a year to be paid her yearly during her life the first

and order hereby that the said Joseph Dearnally shall upon demand pay to the

said William my son the forty pounds charged upon the Townend Lands messuage

but in case the said Joseph do comply then I will and order that the said William

my son in consideration of such compliance pay the said Joseph my son twenty pounds

at the end of four years next after my decease and release to him the said forty

pounds charged on Townend as aforesaid I give and devise unto my said son William

Dearnally all that whole messuage and tenement with the Closes Lands and Grounds

thereunto belonging called Ellintreehead in Wooldale and also all my messuages

Cottages Lands Closes houses and tenements which I lately purchase of at Wooldale of
Townend with all and singular their  and every of their appurtenances to have

and to hold to him the said William Dearnally his heirs and assign for ever











all.


All the rest and remainder of my seal and personal Estate I give  and devise

to the said William Dearnally my son and to his heirs and Executors for ever so hereby -

making void all former wills I make constitute and appoint the said William Dearnally

my son to be my sole executor of this my last will and testament  In Witness whereof I

have hereunto set my hand and seal this twenty ninth day of march one thousand

seven hundred forty three Note the words Wooldale and word wrote and interlined in
