ordain this my last Will and Testament, that is to say, first and

principaly, I give and recommend my Soul into the hands of God that

gave it: and my Body I recommend to the Earth to be buried in

decent Christian Burial, at the discretion of my Executor, nothing

doubting but at the general Resurrection I shall receive the same

again by the mighty power of God  And as touching my Worldly

Estate I give and dispose of the same, as followeth,

Imprimis, I give and bequeath to my sister Mary Hurler of Bradwall

a Box with pewter. I give to my Brother Edwd Dearnely
one pound with all my Cloaths Woolen & linnon. To Mr Reed or

Mr Turie for a funeral sermon half a Guinea. To my beloved 

Friend Mr William Hawley whom I ordain Executor of this my last

Will and Testament, fifteen shillings. The rest of my Goods,

Books, money and whatever else is due unto me I leave to

my Beloved Sister Margret Hide or her Issue. In witness
